After completion of final qualifying meet, fax results to national championships site.  Marks will not be accepted if final results are not submitted.
Qualifying Criteria.

Qualifying marks will not be accepted if set at indoor or outdoor meets or events:

 1.
Where fewer than two four-year institutions with a minimum of 14 athletes per gender per institution compete, or fewer than five four-year institutions participate;

 2.
Where fewer than 10 collegiate or open events per gender are contested;

 3.
Where men and women compete together in a running event;

 4.
Where contestants or spectators are asked to officiate;

 5.
Held on other than certified and regularly used facilities;

 6.
Where official results are not kept and available for inspection (i.e., retain photos, hand times and field-event results through July 1, 2008);

7. Involving only combined-events competition where less than six contestants start or all participants are from the same team;

8. Where combined-events contestant who obtains any qualifying mark abandons the combined-events competition, unless the competitor is medically excused from further competition by a medical doctor/certified trainer assigned by meet management (see Rule 9-2-8);

9. Where implements are not measured and weighed prior to the start of competition;

10. Where intermediate times are taken from a longer race (e.g., 1,500 meters during mile run); or

11. Where contestants are given a second opportunity to compete in the same event(s) on the same calendar day at the same site, unless it is in accordance with the normal established advancement procedure.

12. Where trials and final of the dash and hurdles are not contested at the same distance.

13. Where competitors run any turn on indoor tracks that are 400 meters or longer.

Additional Indoor Qualifying Criteria.

Qualifying marks will not be accepted if set at indoor meets or events:

1. Where the distance medley relay is not run in order:  1,200 – 400 – 800 – 1,600 meters or 1,320 – 400 – 800 – 1,760 yards;

2. Where the meet is not conducted in an indoor facility, with the exception of the weight throws, which may be conducted outdoors;

3. Where oval events are on a banked track of more than 220 yards; or

4. Where standards in the 400 meters and opening leg of the 1,600-meter (mile) relay are met using more than with a two-turn stagger on a track of 220 yards or less.  On a track of more than 220 yards, no more than a one-turn stagger may be used.
