2.  Cabinet Review of “Special Admissions” Policies, Practices and Issues Related to “At-
Risk” Student-Athletes. Ms. Cromer noted that, in response to the report of the NCAA
Presidential Task Force on the Future of Division I Intercollegiate Athletics Student-
Athlete Well-Being Subcommittee, ad hoc members will be named to join the initial-
eligibility issues subcommittee of the cabinet for the purpose of reviewing issues related to
special admissions practices and support of “at-risk” student-athletes. It is anticipated the
group will be asked to begin its work during the September A/E/C Cabinet meeting.

3. Use of Electronic Voting Machines During Full-Cabinet Sessions. The committee
discussed the use of electronic voting machines during full-cabinet sessions and decided
against using such devices at this time. In its review of the issue, the committee noted the
possibility that recording votes might lead to subtle changes in cabinet culture that might
impact the likelihood of open dialogue and non-directed voting by cabinet members.
