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Executive Summary

The current analyses describe trends in the number of student-
athletes departing a Division | institution in poor academic standing
(theso-cal  ed APR “ 0/ 2s7 ).

Overall, the attention paid to this group of students since the APR
program began appears to have led to a reduction in the number of
0/2s.

Sizable drops in 0/2s have occurred in football and baseball over the
past three years. However, the number of 0/2s has remained
unchanged I n men’s basketball

The likelihood of leaving school as a 0/2 is generally highest during a
student’s first or second year |
and beyond.

Transfer students, especially those from two-year institutions, are
much more likely at most points in time to leave as 0/2s.

Statistical analysis shows that the following variables are independently
predictive of eventual 0/2 status:

—  Lower HS grades

—  Lower HS test score

— Having transferred from either a 2-year or a 4-year school.
— Being male

—  Being from a racial / ethnic minority group

This analysis indicates that even after we control for academic characteristics
and a limited set of demographic variables, transfers into a school are more
likely to leave the new school as 0/2s. This effect is similar for 2-4 and 4-4
transfers.

For the most part, the analysis shows
basketball, baseball and football are expected given the academic backgrounds,
transfer frequency and demographics of the student-athletes in the sport.

NCAA research on former student-athletes indicated that transferring was
generally associated with a slightly lower probability of eventual degree
attainment and a longer time to graduation among those who eventually
graduate. This transfer effect was much larger among academically low-
performing student-athletes.
